¼ cup rolled oats

2 tablespoons Capilano Pure Honey

Method
1. Place oats in a blender and pulse a few times until pulverised. Add
honey, cocoa, banana, yoghurt and chia seeds and blend until smooth.

For a
thicker smoothie, add ice before blending.
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
